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This publication considers the relationship between Kakari particles and the modality of
Musubi. Kakarimusubi is the phenomenon where the sentence particle exerts an influence on
the end predicate. In the analysis of Musubi, it is important to focus on the morphological
change of the predicate and the modality of Musubi. In Early Middle Japanese, the Kakari
particle namu is the Musubi for the realist modality (ari-system Auxiliaries, and ya and ka are
the Musubi for the irrealist modality (mu-system Auxiliaries. In other words, namu and ya/ka
are limited by the modality of the end of the sentence. An identical phenomenon can also be
observed in Fuku particles and Kantoo particles in Old Japanese. In this way, we can
continually capture the Kakari particles, Kantoo particles and Fuku particles by focusing on
the modality limitations.Focusing on Modality is beneficial for the consideration of the
origin,development,and decline of Kakarimusubi.
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
